Gap Years:

You can use a Gap Year to give yourself some thinking time, gain work
experience, apply for apprenticeships or use it to gain some life experience.

If you are planning to work (part time or full time) in your gap year while your
thinking about your next major step, get a job/volunteering that is relevant to
your future plans (or possible future plans).

If you are interested in law, work for a law firm; if you're interested in
hospitality and events; work in a restaurant etc.
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Gap Years:

You can use a Gap Year to give yourself some thinking time, gain work
experience, apply for apprenticeships or use it to gain some life experience.

* Make sure that you have evidenced that you have all the skills/attributes and
experience required in the job description.

* Research the company and include evidence of this in your application!

* Don’tforget the basics —spelling, grammar and punctuation!

 Don’tjust apply to one place; you are going to need to apply to lots of employers!
